First Communion Attire
Girls:

Most of the girls wear a traditional white Communion dress.  A dress from a previous occasion, such as  a wedding, or dress worn by other family members, such as mom's Communion dress may certainly be worn.  Most girls wear some type of headpiece, such as a veil, a wreath of flowers, or a bow.  If your daughter chooses to wear a headpiece, please be sure that it is secure.  We want her to be able to focus on Jesus without worrying that her veil may fall off!  Girls may wear either socks of tights.  

Girls may not wear gloves or carry anything, such as a purse, flowers, rosary or prayer book etc.

Boys:

The boys generally wear dress pants, a dress shirt, and a tie.  If you would like your son to wear a jacket, or even a suit, that is perfectly fine. 

Boys may not carry anything in church, such as a rosary or prayer book, etc.
